York Land Trust Public Access Projects

Public access projects of the York Land Trust are open for quiet, low-impact, daytime activities such as fishing, hiking, skiing, and snow-shoeing. Hunting is generally permitted. Please dress appropriately with blaze orange during hunting season.

Motorized vehicles, camping and fires are not allowed.  Please do not cut trees or vegetation, construct hunting stands, or disturb wildlife.  Please keep dogs under control at all times and take litter home.

The terrain is very rugged in some places, and the use of the trails is at your own risk. For your safety, stay on marked trails, wear sturdy shoes, and use during daylight hours only. Maps are available at some trailheads or at the York Land Trust office, 449 US Route 1 in York, 363-7400. Take a compass, water, insect repellant and other appropriate safety equipment.

Please respect private property rights of areas beyond the boundaries of the public access project areas.

Projects with Designated Parking        Directions
	Hilton-Winn Kings Grant Conservation Area

185-acres of forest, fields, wetland and 1,000 feet of river frontage on the Ogunquit River, given by Ethel Hilton and Pike Industries. 
	From the center of Ogunquit go west for 3.5 miles on Berwick/No. Berwick/Ogunquit Roads. The parking lot is just after you cross the Ogunquit River on the right.

	McIntire Highlands Preserve

296-acre preserve containing forest-land with old growth timber, streams and wetlands. Surrounded by other protected property near Bell Marsh Reservoir, the property is crossed by public access trails that connect to the larger network of trails around Mt. Agamenticus.
	From Kingsbury Lane off Route 91. Park at the turnout just before the gate. Take the left fork at the top of the hill along Linscott Rd. The property is to the right in ¾ mile. It can also be accessed from the road that passes Bell Marsh Reservoir Dam from the other end of Linscott Rd. 

	McFeely Preserve

38-acre conservation easement given by William and Mary McFeely. It is characterized by upland forest, wetlands and scenic rock outcroppings along Marsh Brook in Cape Neddick. 
	Take Logging Rd NW for 1.5 mile, from US Rt 1, ½ mile past Flo’s Hot Dog stand. Marsh Brook Rd begins across from the intersection with Clay Hill Rd. A small turnout is on the right in ½ mile. There are no established trails on the McFeely Preserve.

	Library Commons

Open space easement given by the York Public Library Association and the Viele family for public access and enjoyment.
	From York Town Center go north on Long Sands Rd. The Library is ½ block on the right

	Beach Plum Farm Easement

19-acre conservation easement created in partnership with the Great Works Regional Land Trust, characterized by an upland field, salt marsh, and shrubby riparian habitat. 
	From Ogunquit travel north 1.5 miles. The farm is on the right. No pets are allowed. 

	Smelt Brook Conservation Area

20+acre conservation area on the banks of the Smelts Brook tributary to the York River with scenic views 
	Access By Boat put in at the Scotland Bridge boat launch go upriver 1 mile to Smelts Brook. Look for conservation area signs on the bank in less than two miles.

	Josiah Norton Preserve 
250 acres of rolling woodland, wetlands and granite outcroppings
	Just before the pavement ends on the west end of Josiah Norton Road pedestrian access is possible through a wooded area with no existing trail. The property may also be accessed from a number of other woods roads and trails.

	Goodwin Land 

22-acre parcel of forest and wetland in York and South Berwick near the Great Swamp and other preserved lands. 
	Located on Old County Road ½ mile past the last house/improved road

	Littlefield Land

7-acre parcel of forest-land with the dramatic “Otter Hole” pond. Public access along an established hiking trail. 
	From Mountain Road 250’ E of Old Mountain Rd take a woods trail north. The property is ½ mile along a series of trails.

	McGrath Land

10 acres of forest off Josiah Norton Road with public access. 
	A woods trail begins on Josiah Norton Road just past the W end of a small subdivision. The property is off the Winter Rd in about 1 mile

	Kobzik Land

6-acre parcel of woodland in York donated by Jeffrey Kobzik, assuring public access in an area of other conserved lands in the Third Hill area
	Located off Old County Road near former Beal property now owned by the State of Maine

	Cole Land

6-acre woodland parcel in an area of other conservation lands off Josiah Norton Road
	Located on Winter Road abutting the Seaman property now owned by IF&W near the McGrath property

	Ramsdell Land

30 acres of rolling woodland with rock outcrops and a stream adjacent to other preserved lands
	Located on a gravel road that forks to the right from Old County Road near the former Beal property.
