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McIntire Highlands Preserve

296-acre preserve containing forest-land with old growth timber, streams and wetlands. Surrounded by other protected property near Bell Marsh Reservoir, the property is crossed by public access trails that connect to the larger network of trails around Mt. Agamenticus.

Directions

From Kingsbury Lane off Route 91. Park at the turnout just before the gate. Take the left fork at the top of the hill along Linscott Rd. The property is to the right in ¾ mile. It can also be accessed from the road that passes Bell Marsh Reservoir Dam from the other end of Linscott Rd.

Old Growth Timber

There are a number of examples of old growth hard and soft woods on the property. They are located to the NE of the trail intersection near the middle of the property. The best examples are located down a hillside near a wetland. GPS coordinates of N 43 11.43  W 70 42.72
